Taste the bounty of the Olympic coast and savor the riches from our sparkling blue waters, magical forests, and organic farms at The 9th Annual Dungeness Crab and Seafood Festival presented by the Elwha River Casino and Westport Shipyards. The Festival is Saturday and Sunday, October 9-10, 2010, in Port Angeles, Washington. “Crabfest” is the annual celebration of the region’s diverse bounty - the seafood, agriculture and maritime traditions and the breathtaking coastal environment.  The Festival takes place downtown at the Port Angeles City Pier, Gateway Center, and Red Lion Hotel overlooking the beautiful Strait of Juan de Fuca. In the 7,000 square foot food pavilion, Windermere Real Estate Crab Central, you’ll find an old-fashioned     Crab Feed complete with large kettles of fresh crab served with fresh corn and cole slaw.  The bounty from eight local restaurants also includes crab cakes, wild salmon, oysters, mussels, and clams, more than twenty individual dishes prepared by Olympic Peninsula chefs. Wine tasting is provided by Olympic Peninsula Winery Association, and there is Northwest beer and other beverages, desserts, and great live music.
Get crabbing and join in the High Tide Seafood and Wilder Auto Grab-A-Crab Tank Derby, Saturday from 10am-5pm, and Sunday from 10am-4pm!  Located on the Port Angeles Pier, the entire family can participate in this unorthodox derby by crabbing from large holding tanks using crab snares and bait.  The $5 entry fee allows you to crab for 10 minutes, no license or gear needed.  Festival volunteers will be on hand to show you how to catch, cook and clean the famous crustaceans. You can purchase the crabs to take home cooked or uncooked!  Catch one of the tagged crabs and win a prize!  

The First Federal Education Program brings together a full schedule of activities through out the Festival.  The Gateway Center is home to the Cooking Demonstration Stage, featuring on-going cooking demonstrations from local and regional chefs.  The pier will host environmental, marine, and agricultural exhibits in the education area.  Stop in to the Fiero Marina Life Center for some hands on education or enjoy more children’s activities sponsored by the Boys & Girls Clubs of the Olympic Peninsula. Sunday is family day, offering even more activities to entertain and educate the young stewards of the Pacific Northwest. 
Also on the pier, enjoy more than 50 crafts and merchants booths, family friendly food, and picnic tables to enjoy refreshments while watching the Crab Derby.
