The Food!
More than 14 tons of Dungeness crab is pulled from local waters each year, enabling festival-goers to savor the freshest crab available. A crab feed in the 10,000 square foot Kitsap Bank Crab Central tent features large whole crabs, fresh Sunny Farms corn and Nash’s organic cole slaw. At Crab Central and throughout the grounds, 14 local and regional restaurants will serve-up everything from crab bisque to Dungeness paella and much more! Non-seafood and vegetarian dishes will also be available.
The full price for a crab dinner is $29.00. During the Friday Community Crab Feed, dinners can be purchased at a discounted price of $25.00.  Active members of the military and their spouses can enjoy a full, fresh crab dinner for $25.00 throughout the weekend. Tickets are available online at www.crabfestival.org with special benefits. 
The Fun!
The festival kicks-off with a welcoming ceremony and blessing featuring the Lower Elwha Drum Group on Saturday at 11am at the Gateway Pavilion. There will be live music all three days, local beer and wine, a Sunday non-denominational “Crab Revival,” Marine Debris Art and a 5K Fun Run. A Chowder Cook-Off, craft and merchant booths and our family Grab-A-Crab Derby will round out the event.

The chef demonstration located in Gateway Pavilion will feature an outstanding line-up of culinary talent from around the Olympic Peninsula and beyond. This year, CrabFest is proud to host Shaun O’Neale, the winner of FOX TV’s MasterChef Season 7, Kate McDermott, James Beard Award finalist and author of the “Art of the Pie” cookbook, Seattle Chef and cookbook author Cynthia Nims, Jonas Stadtlander, executive chef, Sooke Harbour House and more! Each chef will use fresh, local ingredients to prepare authentic Olympic Coast Cuisine. 

A Perfect Getaway 
CrabFest is a seasonal highlight for Port Angeles, located at the Gateway to Olympic National Park, a UNESCO World Heritage Center. The region is long known as an outdoor enthusiast’s paradise with a growing reputation for culinary adventure. During the fall, travelers can visit artisan wineries, take a county farm tour and savor local cuisine at a waterfront resort. The area’s diverse geography features glacially sculpted peaks and towering old growth forest, wild ocean beaches and lush estuaries enhanced by living tribal cultures, historic seaport towns, and rolling agricultural land.
